 • learn to work both in wet-on-dry and wet-on-wet
 • experiment with a variety of techniques to create water

2. Hakuin’s blind men crossing the bridge intensive
Previous experience not required. Beginners welcome.

Sat, June 15, 2023   10 am-2:30 pm    Fee: $150 (includes material fee)

Participants will:
 • explore the simple meditative and artistic complexities in Blind Men  Crossing 	
   the Bridge by Hakuin, a 7th century Japanese Buddhist teacher
 • work traditionally combining demonstration and copying models
 • create their own version of this zen masterpiece
 • experience the meditative power of working with the brush, ink and paper

1. Introduction to Chinese brush painting intensive
Previous experience not required. Beginners welcome.

Participants will:
 • learn the practice of grinding ink/loading brush
 • practice the immediacy of putting ink to paper
